Background and Goals

in the Bible, once and for all, and which lead man to repent of sin and believe in God
through His Son, the Lord Jesus Christ. The purpose of such books is not only to educate
the mind, but to have an impact on the entire life of a converted person, who longs to live
for God’s glory, that is in truth, and practical holiness. Our books should benefit both the
readers themselves and their fellow men and women.
